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Real RAW Evaluation LUTs 
 
Greetings from Chicago! 
 
These LUTS are meant to be used in Photoshop or other editing software. Use them to get an idea of the contrast and tonal range restoration that is possible when using Real RAW camera profiles.

While using them, please keep these things in mind:

Every camera model captures and renders images differently, according to its unique abilities. This is why profiles are camera specific. Due to the large number of camera models currently in use, image editing applications ship with hundreds of profiles. You don’t see them in your application because they are hidden. The appropriate profiles are automatically selected and presented to you based on the metadata in your RAW file.

It is not practical for me to build a custom profile for each of you. Building them isn’t difficult of complicated. In fact, once you know how to do it, it’s incredibly easy. It’s just that I don’t want profile building to be my full-time job. That aside, there is great value to be had in knowing how to do it yourself. Understanding what’s in a profile and how it works will give you a vast array of creative options that can’t be had any other way.

These LUTs are my best guess (and it’s a pretty darn good guess!) at some common contrast profiles. However, do not expect them to render your image with complete accuracy. I cannot stress this more highly. You may see banding, color shifts, or other artifacts. That’s because they are not specific to your camera. A profile built for your own camera will render perfectly, exhibiting none of these issues. It’s kind of like testing a new recipe. While it might not be perfect yet, it’s good enough to know that it will be awesome when it is.

Also know that you cannot use these LUTs for editing. Attempting to do so will cause image degradation.


To use the LUTS: 
· Extract them from the zipped folder in the download. 
· Open a RAW file in Lightroom or Camera RAW.
· From the Profile drop down menu, select Adobe Standard.
· DO NOT make any adjustments to the image.
· Open the file in Photoshop. 
· Apply a Color Lookup adjustment layer. 
· In the Properties panel, open the top dropdown menu and click on “Load 3D LUT”. 
· Navigate to the unzipped LUT folder from the download. 
· Select the LUT you wish to preview.
